4.b. Kevin Ketelson-RDC-Comprehensive Plan

Kevin and Kristi explained to the council what a comprehensive plan is. It actually serves three primary roles: (1) Serves as a legal basis for land use regulations (2) Allows residents to create a shared vision for the community and (3) Provides guidance for the city council and other decision makers. It generally looks out 10-20 years and is general in nature. The plan usually takes between 18-24 months to complete with at least 7 task force meetings. Their proposal would be approximately $30,000 with an amount of a $4,000 grant from the Local Assistant Fund. The last time the city had one done was in 2008. If the council decides to do one, they will need to budget for it for the year 2026.
