Call to Order and Roll Call: Mayor Hausauer called the meeting to order at 5:00 P.M. Roll call was taken with the following present: Melton, Dwyer, T. Dorry, Powell and Karels.  Absent: Berger. A motion was made by Hausauer and seconded by Powell and passed unanimously to approve the agenda amendments. 

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AND CORRESPONDENCE:
4.a. Shelby Schoon & Meredith Semel-Park Board 
Ortonville can get a first time grant of $5,000 for a battery operated bike station. The city can  apply year after year for them. It would be a fleet of 5 bikes and possibly logoed with Ortonville on them. The station would be a remote check out with a credit card only through an app. They explained there is no liability to the city with little or no maintenance. They are proposing to have a cement pad either a 9’ x 12’ or a 10’ x 13’ down by Lakeside park due to a great access to the bike trail. The total cost of this bike station is $7,800, but with a $5,000 grant they would only need approximately $3,000 to cover the remaining costs. Councilman Melton and Meredith will check with some of the local contractors to see if they would donate the cement. 
A motion was made by Dwyer and seconded by Powell and passed to approve the $3,000 from the park’s budget to cover for the remaining costs of the bike station.
A motion was made by Dorry and seconded by Dwyer and passed for Meredith to work on a potential grant for the granite pathways and wooden stairway in Nielson Park. This grant would cover 75% of the costs with 25% from the city. Meredith will work on getting quotes.

A motion was made by Powell and seconded by Karels and passed for Meredith to also look into a grant for Central Park to get it cleaned up.
A motion was made by Karels and seconded by Melton and passed for Meredith to work on a charitable donation from the Valley Queen Foundation. She thought that a slide for the pool and a larger shaded umbrella would be really beneficial.
