PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AND CORRESPONDENCE:
4.a. Jason Frank-Librarian
Librarian Jason presented to the council a request of a 5% increase for the year 2026. The funding would be spent on services, collections, and programs to benefit the community, allow for the hiring and retention of staff and support the increasing costs of materials and delivery. Last year the library had an average of 1,250 books checked out each month. They had 45 children participate in the Summer Reading Logs and plan on in August to have a table set up with games and art projects. Other art projects are in the making for Halloween and the holidays.
4.b. Gloria Larson & Artie Arndt-Chamber

Artie informed the council on the upcoming events of the Governor’s Pheasant Opener. He was requesting for some barricades for both events from the city staff. One of the events will be held at the Armory on Friday, October 10th from 4-11 PM. They will block off the street from the corner of the armory to the old police station for food trucks and with a live band playing indoors. This event is open to the public. The other event will be on Saturday, October 11th from 6 AM-3 PM at Lakeside Park. This event is for the gathering of the event hunters, the media and the Governor and his staff. This area would be accessible for event attendees ONLY with a registration badge for security purposes and is not open to the public.  He also asked for all the citizens of Ortonville to clean up their yards and make Ortonville look great for these events.
A motion was made by Dwyer and seconded by Matt with Melton voting Nay for the total closure of Lakeside Park. After further discussion the council decided to consult with the city attorney on the matter of a full closure for events such as this one at a public park. 
4.c. Jordan Roggenbuck-County Engineer

Jordan presented to the council that he had worked on a grant for Toqua Park in Graceville and included a parking lot at the foot of the lake for Ortonville.  He was granted the full amount,  so as he said, “A free parking lot with no cost to the city or the county for taxes would be a great asset for Graceville and Ortonville.” 
A motion was made by Karels and seconded by Melton and passed unanimously to accept the grant monies for a parking lot down by the foot of the lake at no cost to the city. 
4.d. Wanda Berry

Wanda has been taking very good care of the info center by cleaning it up and planting native grasses that don’t require extra attention. She would like to do the same for the planters by the Community Center and Big Stone Bargains. She has been consulting with the Morning Sky Greenery in Morris as to what plants are best suited for our needs.
