Call to Order and Roll Call: Mayor Hausauer called the meeting to order at 5:00 P.M. Roll call was taken with the following present: Melton, Dwyer, Berger, Powell and Karels.  Absent: Dorry. A motion was made by Berger and seconded by Dwyer and passed unanimously to approve the agenda amendments. 

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AND CORRESPONDENCE:
4.a. Dave McLaughlin-Cannabis
Will Melton and Dillon Dwyer went through the cannabis ordinance with a few changes. They reviewed them with the city attorney and the council. Dave will make the changes and have them ready for a 2nd reading at the next council meeting. 
4.b. Julee Kindt-Riverside Park Attendee
Julee wanted to thank the street dept. for the new signs that were put up at Riverside Park. One was watch out for children and the other was for a quiet time. She said the park was packed over the Cornfest weekend with everybody abiding with the new signs. 

4.c. Judy Beckman, Becky Parker & Artie Arndt-Governor’s Pheasant Hunt
The city attorney and the Big Stone County Sheriff’s Dept. had informed Artie and the chamber that they would not be able to designate the entire space of Lakeside Park for the governor’s hunt. It would have to be a small portion that you can restrict access to.  This event is not open to the public and is only for the event hunters, media and the governor’s staff. Judy, Becky and Artie explained to the city attorney and the council that the entire Lakeside Park would have to be secured off from the public for security purposes and designated as a “private event” only. After a lengthy discussion, the council overrided the city attorney and the Big Stone Sheriff’s department recommendations to block off a portion of the park for the governor’s event. 
A motion was made by Karels and seconded by Berger and passed to approve the exclusive area (Lakeside Park) as outlined for the Governor’s Hunt on October 11 from 6 am-3pm.
4.d. Jordan Roggebbuck-County Engineer
Jordan is working on a solar grant for the Sheriff’s Dept, the Family Service Center and the counties new building up on O’Neill. He was asking permission to get data on the last 10 years.
He needs an MOU from the city which is a mutual understanding between the county and the city to get this data. He was asked to come back to the Sept. 2nd  meeting with more information on some of the questions the council asked.
