STAFF REPORTS: 
9.a. Char presented to the council a brief report for the upcoming 2026 budget. She reported that she increased the general fund levy by 5.1% which is about what she has done before. Some of the bigger projects upcoming are the swimming pool liner and the runway at the airport of which has been put in the budget already. The wage scale stayed at 3% as from the year before. She also mentioned that the budget is complete and welcomed the council to come into the office to review it.  
NEW BUSINESS:
10.a.*Brian Carlson Request
Brian Carlson is requesting if the city would consider declaring a lot that is directly east of his residence as surplus property. He would like to put up the maximum size of a 2400 square feet garage/shed. Powell explained to the council that we must be consistent in our actions on how they come up with a fair price on city property. He came up with a calculation of $8,250 for that piece of property.

A motion was made by Berger and seconded by Melton and passed unanimously to declare Lot 5, Course-Air 2nd Addition-Parcel #22-1324-000 as surplus property. 

A motion was made by Powell and seconded by Melton for a minimum bid of $7,500. After some discussion Karels made a motion and seconded by Melton and passed with Berger voting nay to amend the motion for a minimum bid of $6,000 or more. The bidder would be responsible for the survey and closing costs. 
10.b. Polo Shirts-Gene
Gene told the council to go down to Pro Image and get a polo shirt ordered for the governor’s pheasant hunt days. They have a patch on the left side that will show that they are there representing the City of Ortonville.
