4.a. Big Stone Lake Area Chamber-Greg Peterson

Greg Peterson from the Big Stone Lake Area Chamber presented to the council a proposal of a new shelter structure with Gunner Construction with an attachment to the concession stand at Lakeside Park. They are proposing a concrete pad of $15,500, construction of the shelter for $31,020 and an electrical estimate of $1,300. They are looking at maybe $20,000 from the city and the chamber would do the remainder by doing some fund raising and some from their own funds. They are looking for a blessing from the city to do this. They will be contacting Sam to see if there is any water lines or manholes in line with the proposed shelter and also contacting Tom on any electrical lines.
The council will discuss the matter again after they consult with the city administrator on where the funds would come out of.
