A number of residents addressed the council on the current and the old Minnesota flag. The old Minnesota flag depicted a white settler plowing a field while a Native American man rode away on a horse. This imagery was heavily criticized by the Indigenous communities and historians as insensitive and a symbol of displacement.
A new Minnesota flag was adopted on May 11, 2024. The eight point star mirrors the one on the floor of the Rotunda of the State Capitol. The dark is the shape of the outline of the State of Minnesota representing land. The solid bright blue represents water-the land of 10,000 lakes.
